II. PROCEDURE FOR AWARDING THE CONTRACT

1. These proceedings are conducted in the form of a request for quotation in accordance with the principles of expenditure competitiveness in accordance with the provisions of & 10 of the Project Co-financing Agreement no. MAZOWSZE /0101/19/02 and is not subject to the provisions of the Act of 29 January 2004 Public Procurement Law (consolidated text: Journal of Laws of 2019, item 1843).
2. Place of publication of the request for quotation:

3. The Awarding Entity reserves the right to amend the terms of the inquiry in justified cases, as well as to cancel it and terminate the procedure without selecting offers without giving 
a reason.
4. In the event of cancellation of the procedure in whole or in relation to a specific part of the contract, Contractors shall not be entitled to claim against the Employer.
5. The Awarding Entity will draw up a written protocol on the selection of offers.
6. After selecting the offers, the Purchaser will place information on the selection of the most advantageous offers via the website www.katcon.pl.

7. The proceedings are conducted with the principles of fair competition, efficiency, openness and transparency.
8. The Purchaser provides for the possibility of awarding supplementary contracts in an amount not exceeding 50% of the value of the contract specified with the selected Contractor.
III. ORDER DESCRIPTION
The subject of the contract is the renting a laboratory for testing physical catalysts.

The purpose of testing is to assess the durability of parts by applying a cyclic load according to the application of the product. The purpose of the test is to check the structural strength of the catalytic converter,

The subject of the order consists of the following elements:

The test procedure consists of the following elements:

a. Checking the correct operation of the test bench [functionality check after re-installation]
b. Preparing necessary fixtures
c. Conducting converter strength tests:

a) Catalyst Stress Test at elevated temperatures,
b) Ensuring all the necessary consumables, 
c) Engagement of engineering personnel,
d) Involvement of service staff,
The detailed procedure and technical documentation is available on the bidder's request after the conclusion of the Confidentiality Agreement.
1. The Contractor is obliged to provide all resources and consumables necessary to conduct the test, as well as to support the necessary technical and maintenance personnel during its implementation. The test price offered must include all costs associated with conducting it, including preparation of documentation.

2. At the stage of the contract, the Contractor will be required to obtain the Employer's approval before proceeding to the next steps of the procedure. The condition of implementation of the next steps of the procedure will be acceptance by the Employer of the parameters at designated points of the test sequence.

IV. ORDER COMPLETION DATE

1. The completion date of the contract: a maximum of 5 weeks from placing the order.
2. The Awarding Entity reserves the right to change the date of the contract. New dates will be determined in consultation with the selected Contractor.

V. PLACE OF ORDER COMPLETION

VI. CONDITIONS FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE PROCEEDING

1.  Contractors who meet all the conditions set out in this request for proposal may apply for the contract:

a. have the authorization to perform specific activities or activities, if the law imposes an obligation to have such authorization;
b. have the knowledge and experience necessary to perform the subject of the contract;

c. have the technical potential required for the proper performance of the subject of this contract, i.e. a laboratory equipped with equipment that is able to perform tests for the automotive industry and human potential, i.e. a person / persons capable of performing the contract.
2. Only Contractors who declare no grounds for exclusion from the procedure may apply for the award of the contract.
3. Verification of compliance with the abovementioned conditions for participation in the procedure will be based on the submission of relevant statements, which constitute attachments to this request for quotation. Signature under the declarations will be considered as a confirmation that the conditions for participation in the procedure have been met. The awarding entity will assess the fulfillment of the conditions for participation in the procedure on a "meets-not-meets" basis.
4. The Awarding Entity may at any time request Contractors who have submitted an offer to submit explanations regarding the fulfillment of the conditions for participation in this procedure, including requesting the submission of relevant documents confirming that the Contractor has met the conditions for participation in the procedure.
5. The contracting authority will reject offers that do not contain confirmation of compliance with the conditions for participation in the procedure.

VII. OFFER EVALUATION CRITERIA AND INFORMATION ON POINT SCALES

1. The Awarding Entity will evaluate and compare only those offers that:

a) will be submitted by Contractors not excluded by the Awarding Entity from this procedure,

b) they will not be rejected the Awarding Entity

c) will be submitted within the period required by the Awarding Entity.

2. Offers will be assessed by the Awarding Entity separately for each procurement component based on the following criteria and their meaning:
Offered price - weight 100%

3. Offers will be assessed separately for each component of the contract by awarding points to the submitted bids in the adopted evaluation criterion, assuming the principle that 1% = 1 point.
4. Points for the price criterion will be calculated according to the formula:

Price of the cheapest offer / price of the examined offer x 100 = number of points

5. The offer with the highest number of points will be considered the most advantageous in a given part of the order.
6. In the course of examination and evaluation of offers, the Awarding Entity may request from Suppliers explanations regarding the content of submitted offers. In order to ensure comparability of all offers, the Purchaser reserves the right to contact the relevant Contractors in order to supplement or specify the offers.
7. The supplier submits the offer at his own cost and risk, ie he bears all the consequences and costs associated with the preparation and submission of the offer.

VIII. DESCRIPTION OF THE MANNER OF BID PREPARATION

1. The offer should be submitted in electronic or paper form on the form attached as Annex 1 to this Inquiry, bearing the Contractor's stamp and signed by persons authorized to represent the Contractor. Offers submitted on another form will not be considered.
2. The offer should include:

a) the full name of the Contractor, address or registered office, telephone number, tax identification number;

b) have a date of preparation and

c) Annexes:

· Annex No. 1 - Offer form

· Annex No. 2 - Declaration on fulfillment of all conditions for participation in the procedure

· Annex No. 3 - Declaration on the lack of grounds for exclusion from participation in the procedure.

3. The Awarding Entity does not allow the submission partial offers.

4. The Awarding Entity does not allow the variant offers.
5. The Awarding Entity shall call for Contractors who submitted bids within the indicated period, but they contain deficiencies or submitted documents and statements containing errors, for their correction / supplementation. Failure to meet the deadline will result in rejection of the offer. Only formal deficiencies or errors are subject to corrections and additions. It is not allowed to change the terms of the submitted offer.
6. The offer should be consistent with the description of the subject of the order.
7. Due to the rejection of the offer, Contractors shall not be entitled to any claim against the Awarding Entity.
8. The Awarding Entity allows submitting a price offer in a foreign currency included in the NBP table. Amounts expressed in foreign currency will be converted into PLN at the average exchange rate published by the National Bank of Poland as of the date of publication of the contract notice. If, on the day of publication of the contract notice, the NBP does not publish information on the average exchange rate, the contracting authority will perform the appropriate conversions according to the average exchange rate from the first subsequent day on which the NBP publishes the indicated information.

2. In the case of offers sent by post or courier, the offer should be submitted in a sealed envelope with the note "Inquiry No. 29/2023".
3. In the case of offers sent by e-mail, the subject of the e-mail should be "Inquiry No. 29/2023" and the offer with the required attachments must be sent in the form of a scan of the signed offer (e.g. in pdf format).
4. The date of delivery of the offer is understood as the date of receipt of the offer to the seat of the Awarding Entity or its receipt to the e-mail address indicated in point 1.
5. An offer submitted after the deadline will be rejected.
6. The offer binding period should be min. 30 days.

X. INFORMATION ON THE SCOPE OF EXCLUSION

1. This contract may be awarded to entities which are not subject to exclusion.
2. The Contractor will meet the above condition if he makes a statement about the lack of grounds for exclusion due to personal or capital connections with the Awarding Entity.
3. Contractors who are personally or capital related to the Awarding Entity shall be excluded from the contract award procedure. Capital or personal connections are understood as interrelationships between the Awarding Entity or persons authorized to incur obligations on behalf of the Awarding Entity or persons performing for the Awarding Entity activities related to the preparation and carrying out of the contractor selection procedure and the Contractor, consisting in particular of:

a) participation in the company as a partner in a civil law partnership or partnership,

b) owning at least 5% of shares or stocks,

c) performing the function of a member of the supervisory or management body, proxy, representative,

d) being in such a legal or factual relationship that may raise reasonable doubts as to impartiality in the selection of the contractor, in particular remaining married, in a relationship of kinship or affinity in a straight line, relationship or affinity in the lateral line to the second degree or in adoption, guardianship.
